Hello Wingers,

The weather has changed for the better and the time to ride is
here. Check your ride to make sure it 1s ready. Check your tires for
tread, cracks, separation, and air pressure. Check your oil for chang-
ing. Check your brake pads. Check your brake fluid and make sure it is
clear. If your fluid has changed colors, you will need to flush out the
old. Check the color in the sight glass on the brake and clutch reser-
voir. Check the throttle cables for smooth operation. Check hoses for
leaks. Check all of your lights for operation. Check your water and anti-
freeze. Check your mileage on your air filter and spark plugs to help
your fuel economy.

Doing a check like this will leave your mind clear knowing your
ride is ready when you are. You can enjoy the ride without worry. This
does not mean nothing will go wrong on a ride, but it will cancel out any-
thing from neglect. Know your bike like you know your body. Preven-
tive maintenance!

Ride to be seen with bright lights on during day-
light hours. Remember, you are the most important safety item on your
bike.

Double Cheese Tomato and Vidalia Pie

2 sliced Vidalia Onions

4 tomatoes, peeled and sliced

10 Fresh Basil leaves, chopped

1 (9-in) pre-baked deep dish pie shell
1 cup grated mozzarella cheese

1 cup grated Cheddar cheese

1 cup mayonnaise

Salt and pepper

Preheat oven to 350 degrees. Place the tomatoes in a colander in the sink in one layer.
Sprinkle with salt. Allow to drain for 10 minutes.

Layer the tomato slices, basil, and onion in pie shell. Season with salt and pepper.
Combine the grated cheeses and mayonnaise together. Spread mixture on top of the toma-
toes. Bake for 30 minutes or until lightly browned.

To serve, cut into slices and serve warm.
